 Keep cats and dogs indoors while any bonfire is alight. 

Ensure that any bonfire is a safe distance from aviaries or 

rabbit / guinea pig accommodation 

 Bonfires can be fatal for wild animals such as hedgehogs, 

which often crawl into them to sleep. Build bonfires as 

late as possible to reduce this risk and make sure you 

disturb the bonfireõs foundations to give any wildlife a 

chance to escape before it is lit. 

Signs of Stress:  

  You know your pet better than anybody and will often notice 

changes in behaviour in traumatic situations, such as Bonfire 

Night. During the fireworks season many pets become stressed 

and fearful. The symptoms to look out for include: 

 

Dogs 

 Trembling and shaking 

 Clinging to owners 

 Barking excessively 

 Cowering and hiding behind furniture 

 Trying to run away 

 Soiling the house 

 Pacing and panting

Run cold water over burns for several minutes and contact your 

veterinary practice for advice. Donõt apply any creams as they 

may cause more harm than good.

Ingredients: 

1/2 kilo minced meat 

1 cup patato, finely chopped 

2 cloves garlic, minced 

2 tablespoons tomato paste 

2 tablespoons corn oil 

2 corn tortillas, cut up into small pieces 

1 teaspoon bone meal 

1 teaspoon Brewers' yeast 

1 teaspoon salt 

4 tablespoons Cheddar cheese, grated 

 

Directions: 

In a thick-bottomed frying pan brown minced meat. Add bell pepper, 

patato and garlic once the minced meat is halfway done. 

Continue to cook until the patatos are transparent and meat is well 

browned. 

Lower heat and mix in tomato paste, oil, tortilla, bone meal, Brewersõ 

yeast and salt. Keep mixing until all ingredients are hot and cooked. 

Take off stove and allow to cool.  

Serve in your catõs dish with Cheddar cheese sprinkled over the top.

Healthy Flea Fighting dog biscuits 

Ingredients: 

2 cups whole-wheat flour 

½ cup wheat germ 

į cup brewerõs yeast 

1 teaspoon salt 

2 cloves garlic, ground 

3 tablespoons olive oil 

1 can low sodium chicken stock 

Directions: 

Preheat oven  C. to 200  

Grease 4 baking sheets. 

Combine in a large mixing bowl the whole flour, wheat germ, brewerõs 

yeast and salt. Mix the oil and garlic together and then add in flour 

and stock until all of the ingredients are mixed. 

The mixture should be sticky but not too wet. Make dough into a ball. 

Put mass onto a floured surface and roll out until the all the dough is 

about 1 ½ cm thick. Using a biscuit cutter, cut into uniform shapes. 

Carry some in your Emergency Survival Kit at all time. 

Place the raw biscuits on the baking sheets and bake in the oven for 

approximately 20 to 25 minutes or until completely browned. After you 

turn off the oven leave biscuits in so that they harden completely.  

Put into an airtight container and store in the fridge or freezer. 

Makes about 18 biscuits.  

Healthy Tips:
