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Rice & E gg Doggy Pie  

1 cup brown rice  

2 cups of mixed vegetables (sweet potato, carrots, beans etc..)  

1 cup of beef broth  

3 free range eggs  

1/2 cup soy milk 

1 cup low fat natural yogurt  

1/2 cup water with 1 beef stock cube dissolved in it.  

First cook the rice. Then in a large casserole dish combine the rice, 

beef broth and vegetables. In a separate bowl mix the eggs, milk, 

yogurt and beef stock. Add the two mixtures together and fold in 

well. Cooking time is 30 minutes at 180C.  

Wait till you r pie cools to room temperature and cut up into suitable 

sized portions.  

Nice Mice Kitty Bites  

1 free range egg  

2 tbs organic oats  

3 oz. ground organic sausage meat/minced beef  

Sprinkling of organic catnip (optional)  

1. Mix the ingredients together well in a bowl.  

2. Take teaspoons of the mixture, one at a time and knead into tiny 

mice shapes. Broil under medium heat for 5 -7 minutes, turning them 

regularly, until the outsides are crisp.  

3. Allow them to cool. If the m ice bites are still too big for your cat 

to eat, slice them into more -manageable chunks.

Animals In The News  

West Hollywood bans retail sales of dogs and cats  
February 16, 2010   

 

The West Hollywood City Council has put an end to sales of dogs and 

cats in pet stores.  

In an  ordinance that passed unanimously Tuesday night, sales of 

animals in stores are now prohib ited in the city.  

The ordinance, unanimously approved at its first reading a few 

weeks ago, is just the latest piece of animal -welfare legislation the 

city has taken up. In 2003, West Hollywood became the first city in 

the country to outlaw the declawing o f cats.  

The new law, called the Ordinance Prohibiting the Sale of Dogs and 

Cats in Companion Animal Stores, is aimed at curtailing puppy mills 

and easing the conditions endured by animals in the puppy -mill 

industry, which relies heavily on sales through p et stores, officials 

said in a statement.  

"This ordinance represents an important step toward ridding our 

nation of the cruelty of puppy mills and other commercial assembly -

line animal breeders," Councilman Jeffrey Prang said in a statement. 

"The ordinance not only contributes to the fight against animal 

http://latimesblogs.latimes.com/comments_blog/2010/02/west-hollywood-set-to-ban-retail-sales-of-dogs-and-cats.html
http://www.weho.org/news/index.cfm/fuseaction/story/ID/2115/
http://latimesblogs.latimes.com/.a/6a00d8341c630a53ef0120a8a93aba970b-pi


cruelty, it also recognizes the enormous cost of pet overpopulation 

in our society, both fiscal and humanitarian impacts. I  urge those 

seeking pet companionship to consider adoption from municipal 

shelters and other nonprofit rescue agencies."  

West Hollywood's ordinance would go into effect March 19.
