Music that Soothes the Soul  
  

Does your dog become agitated when your neighbour's cat 

walks on your lawn? Or does he begin to bark when the  

mailman delivers your mail? Try putting on some classical 

music and see if he calms down. Studies have shown that  

classical music has the power to relax a dog when agitated. 

Let’s take a look at the power of music.  

  

What the Studies Show  
  

Studies using a wide variety of music show that loud rock 

music, can cause a dog to become agitated, while classical  

music does the complete opposite and relaxes a dog.  

Studies have shown that music has the power to reduce 

stress and lower anxiety in animals, just like it does in 

humans. The rhythm of the music works to relax animals. In 

some cases kennels play classical music in order to get dogs 

to fall asleep easier.  

In fact, music has also been known to help dogs with 

training. When a dog is relaxed he is more susceptible to 

learning. Music has also proven to be an effective tool in 

memory retention.  

Music is also beneficial in helping with separation anxiety. 

In some cases dogs can become agitated and destructive 

when left home alone. But putting on a type of music that 

has positive associations for the dog, can help him remain 

calm when his loved ones aren't home. 

  

What Kind of Music Works Best?  
  

Although classical music has proven to work best with 

helping dogs to overcome phobias, reduce stress and lower 

anxiety levels, it doesn't mean that your favourite CD's

won't work. Try playing around with your music selection to 

see how your dog reacts to it. Play some pop then try some 

jazz - your pooch may like both. As well, environment has a 

lot to do with the way your dog will react to a certain type 

of music. He may like something more upbeat when he is in 

the car, but then prefer a contemporary sound when at 

home.

 Does Your Pet Suffer from Allergies?

The first step in determining whether your pet suffers from 

allergies is to pay close attention. Often the pet will exhibit 

one or more of these signs or symptoms: 

  

1. Constant itching 

2. Red irritated skin 

3. Hair loss 

4. Licking feet or staining of toes 

5. Sneezing 

6. Watery eyes 

7. Ear infections 

  

However, even if your pet shows symptoms of seasonal 

allergies, another type of problem or allergy may be the 

culprit. Sometimes, changing the brand of food or treats 

your pet eats can trigger these symptoms if it is allergic to a 

specific ingredient. Fleas can also bring on itching and red, 

irritated skin. That is why it is so important to document 

when the symptoms first become noticeable and when/ if 

mailto:info@nopawstoosmall.com?subject=Sign%20me%20up


 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

they diminish. It is also possible that your pet will have 

multiple allergies combined with infections so keep track of 

anything that seems to make the symptoms worse. 

Diagnosis can be difficult and extensive, but any 

information and observations you contribute will help.

Source Elimination Medications for Secondary 

Problems 

Some allergy problems can be controlled simply with a 

change in diet. Foods with essential fatty acids, also known 

as Omega 3 and Omega 6, have been shown to be beneficial 

in relieving allergy symptoms. The only non-prescription 

foods recommended for allergies are Eukanuba and 

Authority brands. Prescription diets are available if needed. 

  

If your pet is experiencing allergies, flea control is 

fundamental. It will decrease the possibility of flea allergy 

dermatitis, and therefore allow for a lower dose of 

medication or less frequent treatment. 

Patients with more difficult cases will eventually be referred 

to a dermatologist for further treatment.
