Silhouette Tote 

Keep your dog- or at least his image with you at all times, and show everyone how 

cute he/she is. 

Tools: 

*Photo of your dogs profile 

* Ultrasuede fabric (you can find at Michelõs) 

*Fabric pen 

*fabric scissors 

*Craft Glue 

*Natural-Cancas tote bag 

*Twill tape 

Step 1: Photo copy your picture, enlarging so your dogs image is about two- 

thirds the hight of your tote bag; Cut along the out line. 

Step 2: Lay photo cutout, face up, on front of the fabric and trace with a fabric 

pen, then cut it out. 

Step 3: Apply glue to dogs head. Position silhouette glue side down on bag. Apply 

glue to the rest of the cut out and fermly pressing and smoothing out as you go. 

Step 4: Cut a length of twill tape slightly long than needed to form the leash and 

collar. Apply glue to one side of the twill tape in sections. Position the tape on the 

dog, starting with the back of the neck. 

Let dry for about 24 hours, and you have your self a new tote bag that your dog 

can go every where you do.

VEGETABLE STEW( a comfort food for our furry friend) 

Ingredients: 

3 tbsp. olive oil 3 garlic cloves, crushed 
1 large pepper (sweet, not hot), sliced 
1 medium zucchini, sliced 
1 medium yellow squash, sliced 
1 medium eggplants, peeled & cubed 
1 potato, peeled & cubed 
1 large can (24 - 28 ounces) tomatoes, cut up and save the juice 
2 tsp. sugar (optional) 
1 tsp. oregano or basil 
salt/pepper 

Directions: 

Heat oil; add garlic and sauté for 2-3 minutes until softened. Add all of the vegetables, 
tomatoes, and sugar. Mix thoroughly. Bring the mixture to a boil, then lower the heat 
and let simmer for 30 minutes. Add the seasonings to taste. Simmer 15 minutes 
more. Let cool. Top with grated cheese, if desired

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Autumn Safety Tips For Your Pooch!  

                                              
Autumn is a busy time of year for many families. Just when youõve gotten the 

kids safely back-to-school, itõs time for apple picking, pumpkin carving and trick-

or-treating on Halloween ... and then the holiday season officially begins. 

However, autumn is also an important time of year to do a quick pet safety check 

around your home. Just a few minutes now can save your furry family members 

from some commonly overlooked fall pet hazards that could be lurking around 

your home right now. 

 

1. Be Careful with Rat and Mice Poison and Other Rodenticides 

Rodents commonly seek indoor shelters when the weather turns cold, 

which means you may be noticing an increase of these pesky critters in 

your home. But rodenticides contain poison that is highly toxic and even 

fatal to pets. If you must use a rodenticide, use them only in areas that 

are inaccessible to your pets (and also to your children!).A safer option 

for you and your pets are the humane mousetraps you can find in some 

hardware stores and also online. These reusable traps are completely 

safe and non-toxic. They catch mice and other rodents alive so they can 

be released outdoors (you will have to check the traps often so the mice 

can be released). 

2. Keep Your Pets Away From Mushrooms 

Fall is mushroom season, which means youõve probably noticed an array of 

fungi popping up in your backyard. While 99 percent of mushrooms are 

not toxic, 1 percent are ... and those 1 percent are very difficult to 

distinguish from the non-toxic varieties. If your dog or cat eats a toxic 

poisonous mushroom, it can be life-threatening so the best option is to 

simply keep your pets away from areas where mushrooms grow. If you see 

your pet eat a wild mushroom, contact your veterinarian or Animal Poison 

Control 

3. Use Care When Changing Your Car’s Coolant 

Autumn is a common time of year to change your carõs engine coolant, but 

ethylene glycol-based coolants are highly toxic to pets. Switching to a 

propylene glycol-based coolant is a good choice, as although these can 

still harm pets they are less toxic than other coolants. Either way, keep 

your pets away from your garage when changing the coolant, and clean up 

any spills immediately. 

4. Assess How Much you’re Feeding Your Dog 

Pets may need to be given more food in cooler months in order to 

generate body heat. This is especially true if your pet lives outdoors or 

exercises heavily outside. And as always use high quality food to provide 

nutrition.

Boxers 

The Boxer was developed in Germany in the 19th century. The 

Boxer's ancestors were two German mastiff type dogs, the 

Bullenbeiszer and the Barenbeiszer. They were later crossed with the 

powerful ancestors of the Mastiff and Bulldog. Early Boxers were 

used for dog fighting, bull baiting, cart pulling, cattle dogs, to round 

up livestock and to catch and pin wild boar and bison until hunters 

could arrive. They later became popular theatre and circus dogs. The 

first Boxer studbook was started in 1904. Up until then the dogs 

varied widely in looks and size. The Boxer is known for the way it 

uses its front legs to bat at its opponent, appearing to be boxing with 

the front paws, most likely giving the dog its name. Some of the 

Boxer's talents are watchdog, guarding, police work, military work, 

search & rescue, competitive obedience, schutzhund and performing 

tricks. Breeders are breeding two types of Boxers, the German Boxer 

and the American Boxer. The German Boxers have bigger heads and 

are generally more muscular than American Boxers. 

The Boxer is happy, high-spirited, playful, curious and energetic. 

Highly intelligent, eager and quick to learn. The Boxer is a good dog 

for competitive obedience. Constantly on the move, bonding very 

closely with the family. Loyal and affectionate, Boxers are known for 

the way they get along so well with children. A well brought-up and 

properly socialized Boxer will also get along with his own kind and 

other household pets such as cats. Animals such as rodents, ducks, 

chickens and other farm birds may be too tempting, however, they 

can be taught to, "leave it" but it is still not recommended they be 

left alone with them. It has been said that the name Boxer came 

from the way the Boxer likes to use is front paws for just about

everything. If you have ever watched a Boxer go about his business 

you may have noticed the way he paws at his toys, food bowl and you 

for that matter, in a very playful cat-like way. Boxers are known to 

jump up and use their front paws as if they are boxing. They are 

very clownish and playful. The Boxer's nature is to protect you, your 

family, and your home. Known visitors will be welcomed. They are 

always keen to work and play. Boxers need lots of human leadership. 

Teach the Boxer not to be boisterous and especially not to jump up 

at people. This breed is noted for courage and makes great guard 

dogs. Boxers have a wide use in military and police work. An excellent 

watchdog, the Boxer will restrain an intruder in the same way a 

Bulldog does. They are extremely athletic, sometimes even in their 

old age. This dog needs to go on a daily pack walk. Daily mental and 

physical exercise is paramount. Without it, the Boxer will become 

high strung.  

This breed requires a dominant owner. Training should start young 

and be firm and consistent. The objective in training this dog is to 

achieve a pack leader status. It is a natural instinct for a dog to 

have an order in their pack. When we humans live with dogs, we 

become their pack. The entire pack cooperates under a single leader. 

Lines are clearly defined. You and all other humans MUST be higher 

up in the order than the dog. That is the only way your relationship 

can be a success. If they do not take you seriously they will be 

sneaky, demanding, boisterous and hard to control. Teach the Boxer 

dominating another dog is not acceptable. Any signs of dominance 

need to be immediately corrected by the owners in a calm, but firm, 

confident way.  

The Boxer's body is compact and powerful. The head is in proportion 

with the body. The nose is large and black with very open nostrils. 

The ears are set high, either cropped or kept natural. When cropped 

they are trained to stand up on the head, tapering to a point. When 

left natural the ears are thin, falling forward, laying close to the 

head. The neck should be round, strong, and muscular. The muscular, 

front legs are straight and parallel when viewed from the front. The 

back legs are well muscled. The tail is set high and usually docked. 

The short, smooth, close-fitting coat comes in, fawn, brindle, tan, 

mahogany, black often with white markings. Boxers also come in a 

white coat. 

Size- Height: Dogs 22-25 inches, Females 21-24 inches 

Weight: Dog 60-70 pounds, Females 53-65 pounds  

Health concerns:  Some major concerns are cardiomyopathy and other 

heart problems, sub-aortic stenosis, and thyroid. Can be prone to

skin and other allergies. 

 Sometimes prone to epilepsy. From age eight on, they are more 

likely to get tumors than other breeds. Prone to cancer. Prone to 

arthritis, hip dysplasia, back and knee issues.  

These dogs may drool and snore. May have excessive flatulence, 

especially when fed something other than their dog food. Some white 

Boxers are prone to deafness. 

Living conditions & Exercise: Boxers will do okay in an apartment if 

sufficiently exercised. They are fairly active indoors and do best 

with at least an average-sized yard. Boxers are temperature 

sensitive, getting easily over heated and chilling very quickly. Boxers 

are active and athletic, they need daily work or exercise, as well as 

a long brisk, daily walk. They also enjoy fetching a ball or other 

sessions of play. 

Grooming: The Boxer's smooth, short-haired coat is easy to groom. 

Brush with a firm bristle brush, and bathe only when necessary, for 

it removes the natural oils from the skin. Some Boxers try and keep 

themselves clean, grooming themselves like a cat, although some 

cannot resist rolling in another animals poop, which calls for a bath. 

This breed is an average shedder. 

Life Span : About 11-14 years
